SUMMARY

This request is to allow the use “Vehicle/Equipment Repair and Service” which is conditional in the C-2 zoning district. The subject
property is not zoned correctly per the Comprehensive Growth Map, as C-4, W-O, I-1, and I-2 are the allowed zoning districts in the
Employment Center Growth Designation. However, this is a current use and is allowed in the C-4, W-O, I-1, and I-2 zoning districts,
therefore it should not set a precedent contrary to what the Comprehensive Growth would allow. The proposed use is compatible
with adjacent property and it is appropriate at this Employment Center location. See STAFF REVIEW for additional findings.

Community Development recommends approval of this request subject to the following actions:

1. Condition of Approval - Design considerations for material storage and handling areas, spill containment and control
measures [spill kits], and any alternative structural Best Management Practices shall be maintained and properly utilized
to ensure that hazardous materials, waste, and other pollutants do not enter the Municipal Separate Storm Sewer
System (MS4).

The proposed use is conditional in C-2. The property is not zoned correctly per the CGM, as it allows for C-4, W-O, I-1, and I-
2 within the Employment Center Growth designation. However, this is an existing use and is a use that is allowed in the C-4,
W-0, I-1, and I-2 zoning districts, therefore it should not set a precedent contrary to what is allowed by the CGM.

The proposed use is compatible with adjacent property and would not set a precedent contrary to the CGM. This use would
be a continuation of an existing service for the surrounding area.

Aside from any special terms of approval attached to the CUP itself, the use permit/business license process does not require
compliance with zoning standards other than the use schedule and use limitations.

This project meets the access management standards and has a joint use access drive, therefore it should not create a traffic
hazard.

The Engineering Division’s primary concern is with the Use of the property. With such a use there is an increased risk to the
City of Rogers Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4). As with similar recent Conditional Use Permits, the Engineering
Division finds an environmental risk with damaged vehicles, vehicle repairs, and other such businesses related to the storage,
leakage, or spills of fuels or other petroleum products common under such uses. The Engineering Division, as with similar
CUP requests, suggests design considerations for material storage and handling areas, spill containment and control measures
[spill kits], and any alternative structural Best Management Practices shall be maintained and properly utilized to ensure that
hazardous materials, waste, and other pollutants do not enter the MS4. This language is taken from Chapter 9 Water Quality
portion of the Drainage Criteria Manual, Page WQ-2, and recommended to be included as a CONDITION OF APPROVAL.

Jackson stated that the Large Scale
Development Committee has met and would
recommend approval of the plan subject to
the following items:

1. Drainage improvements must be
completed and certified by the engineer
of record, Steadfast Inc., with all ditches
and basins solid-sodded, concrete-lined,
or underground conduit installed prior to
issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy.
Erosion control methods must be used
during construction.

2. Engineer to schedule a pre-construction
meeting with the Rogers Planning
Department prior to issuance of a grading
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
